c. Install the exhaust camshaft onto the righthand cylinder head. Apply suitable grease to the thrust portion of the camshaft. Align the timing
marks (two pointed marks) of the camshaft drive and driven gears as shown in Fig. 11. Place the intake camshaft onto the cylinder head.
Install the four bearing caps in their proper locations as shown in Fig. 12. Apply a light coat of clean engine oil onto the bolt threads and
under the bolt heads. Install and uniformly tighten the eight bearing cap bolts in several passes. in sequence shown in Fig. 13. Torque bolts
to 12 ft. Ib. and remove service bolt (B).

d. Install intake camshaft onto lefthand cylinder head. Apply suitable grease onto the thrust portion of the camshaft. Place the intake camshaft
at a 90° angle of the timing mark (one pointed mark) on the cylinder head as shown in Fig. 14. Apply seal packing (No. 08826-00080 or
equivalent) to the No. 1 bearing cap. Install the five bearing caps in their proper locations as shown in Fig. 15. Apply a light coat of clean
engine oil on the bolt threads and under the bolt heads. Install and uniformly tighten the ten bearing cap bolts in several passes. in sequence
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shown in Fig. 16. Torque bolts to 12 ft. Ib.
