(c) Pry the three hanger brackets loose from the
rubber hangers. There are two on each muffler
(Fig. 2-2) and one near the flange (Fig 2-1).
Be sure to remove the bracket from the lower
hole in the rubber hangers, leaving the rubber
hanger in place on the vehicle. Remove
muffler from the vehicle. NOTE: Lubrication
(such as soap and water) on the rubber exhaust
hangers can facilitate removal.

(d) Repeat steps (b) and (c) to remove the muffler
from the other side.

3. Installation of TRD Sport Muffler

(@) Insert the TRD Sport Muffler hanger brackets
into the rear rubber hangers (Fig. 3-1).

(b) Insert the third hanger by the flange into the
rubber hanger (Fig 3-2).

[124 mm Swivel Socket (c) Install the exhaust gasket and then reinstall the

two spring bolts to mate the catalytic
converter and muffler flange together but do
not fully tighten. (Fig. 3-2)

ANOTE: When tightening the flange bolts,
tighten each one gradually to prevent binding.

(d) Repeat steps (a), (b), and (c) for the second
muffler. Remove protective tape.

/\ (€) Confirm the alignment of the tip so the there is
a gap from the top tip to the fascia of 25 +/- 5
mm. (17 +/- 3/16) (Fig 3-3).

A (f) Tighten all 4 flange bolts to 43 N-m (32 ft-Ibf).
Torque: 43 N-m (32 ft:Ibf)

Check:

Accessory Function Checks

[:] All joints have been securely fastened.

C] Hooks/hangers have been securely

reattached.

(] start the vehicle

Look For:

Verify joints are tightened

Verify hooks/hangers are securely attached

Verify the flange joints do not have

abnormal leak sound or water leak

Vehicle Function Checks

C] Inspection torque — catalytic converter

flange to TRD muffler inlet flange.

Vehicle Appearance Check

After accessory installation and removal of
protective cover(s), perform a visual
inspection.

(] Clean all polished surfaces
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Ensure no damage (including scuffs and
scratches) was caused during the
installation process.

Ensure there are no finger prints, oil or
grease left on visible surfaces prior to
starting vehicle.
