A. Replace the front disc rotors, shim kit, pad support plates, and brake pads.

NOTE:

If vehicle had been previously repaired under TSIB BR0O01-01 or BR0O04—00 (Front
Brake Squeal Noise) and has a reoccurrence of front brake squeal noise, clean the
disc rotors, but do not replace the front brake discs.
